It’s compact yet 
elegantly finished and appointed. It’s switchable 
between mm and mc cartridges, with plenty of 
gain for the latter. A robust outboard power 
supply is included and yields superb isolation 
from hum and RFI. 

Most significantly it’s supernaturally quiet, 
presenting a spacious and delightfully resolved 
soundstage with heart-stopping bass resolution. 
Those seeking the last word in low noise and 
isolation, should also consider the Clearaudio 
Accu+, an outboard NiMH battery supply ($900), 

as a worthy option. 
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
